Join parents and students from around the world and hear from global thought leaders

sharing their passion and practical advice about Climate Change.

WildHearts Global Youth Summit Virtual Closing Ceremony 

The virtual Closing Ceremony will take place on the afternoon of Friday 5th November, 1.30pm - 

2.30pm BST. This interactive event is a call to action. It will focus on creating a legacy movement for 

the Summit and COP26 whilst equipping young people with the Inspiration, Knowledge and Networks 

to become change makers in their community. 

After the event, young people individually or in teams, will be challenged to create a 90-second video 

pitch outlining their solution to address a pressing environmental issue in their school or community. 

Prizes will be awarded for the top ideas.
